During this time
che was asslgned as "Host Ship" for USS ORLECK (DD 885) and conducted
WESTPAC arrival briefings. A Human Relations/Equal Dpportunity
Inspection was conducted by CONDESRON SEVENTIEN. Christaas Day was
spent preparing BROOKE to get underway to mest operational commitments
in the GULf of Tonkin. Late afternoon Decesber 25th BROOKE departed
Subic Bay. On 26 Decomber, one day after depavting Subic Bay enrouts
to FIRAZ station, BROOKE was diverted to sscont USS ORISKANY (CVA 36)
to Yankee Station to act as planeguard. Relleved of this task,
BROOKE proceeded to PIRAZ, sssuming duties as Mutual Support Ship
